 Making best use of resources: supply of
land finite — population and activity
expands

* Regulates development and use of
land and resources in public interest —
amenity, viability etc

 Integration of activity and policy
spatially across social, economic and
environmental issues

» Addressing climate change issues

e 19th Century rise of London and
iIndustrial cities - Public health and
housing

e Public health, community and
architecture — Garden Cities

e The Planning Acts — e.g.1909, 1947,
1968, 1991, 2004

« Art or imperfect science? — 1937
housing land zoned for population of
291 million



Why Planning?

Scope of Planning

Evolved and expand over time:

* Housing and health

e Land use and building

 Waste and minerals

e 2004 Act — ‘achievement of sustainable development

Plan documents typically cover:

e Population and housing growth
 Employment and economic development
« Community and local services

Open space and leisure

Regeneration

Environmental protection

Renewable energy

Infrastructure



Why Planning?
Guidance says....

Facilitate sustainable development

« Make land available

» Sustainable economic development
 Protect and enhance environment

* Ensure high quality development

e Support communities

Planning should be:

 Clear and objectives led

* Proactive

 Flexible to reflect priorities/change

* Aim for planning and management,
rather than control

Plan-led system not a free for all
